APPROVAL OF FINANCIAL REPORTS



Mr. Winters made a motion, seconded by Ms. Martin, to approve the following:
The Board approved a General Fund Bill Payment for May 2007 – Payment of bills represented by checks #29681 to #29930 inclusive, in the amount of $1,072,586.41.
The Board approved a Student Activity Fund Bill Payment for May 2007 – Pursuant to Section 511 of Public School Code, represented by checks #12436 to #12504 inclusive, in the amount of $33,780.62 are enclosed with the financial report.

The Board approved requisitions payable from the Construction Fund (PLGIT) for May 2007 represented by checks #11099 to #11107 inclusive, in the amount of $254,824.12.


The motion passed unanimously.
CITIZENS PARTICIPATION

Chad Clancy expressed concerns about the charter school resolution previously passed by the Board.  He felt the resolution contained misleading information about the quality of education provided by cyber charter schools.  He presented clarifying information to show that in most instances, when adequate yearly progress was not made by a cyber charter school, it was due to only a few students in one of the designated groups not meeting the performance standard, not a widespread failing by most students.

Mr. Slifko indicated the Board passed the resolution not to question the quality of the education, but to request the State take over the funding of cyber charter schools.

2007-08 General Fund Budget


Mrs. Hartman made a motion, seconded by Ms. Martin, as follows:

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED:
That the Board of School Directors of the South Middleton School District, Cumberland County, Pennsylvania hereby adopts the annual budget of and for said District for the fiscal year commencing July 1, 2007, as more fully set forth in PDE Form 2028 which was presented at this meeting;

Further, that said Board of School Directors hereby authorizes the expenditure of twenty-six million, three hundred fifty-three thousand, two hundred sixty-one ($26,353,261) dollars during the school fiscal year July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008, and more particularly and fully detailed in the proposed annual budget as aforesaid; and

Further, that said Board of School Directors does hereby levy a real estate tax of 11.38 Mills of the assessed valuation ($1.138 per $100 of assessed value) on all real estate within the South Middleton School District, pursuant to the authority of "The Public School Code of 1949", as amended for the school fiscal year as aforesaid; and

Further, that said Board of School Directors continues to levy the following taxes heretofore levied pursuant to the authority of "The Local Tax Enabling Act", as amended:  (1) Realty Transfer Tax -1/2%; (2) Earned Income Tax - 1.1%; and (3) Emergency and Municipal Services Tax - $10.00. 

That said proposed taxes as levied and continued to be levied shall provide revenue for the proposed expenditures authorized above.

Further, that said the Board of School Directors does designate $4,000,000 of Unreserved Fund Balance for GASB 45 funding requirements and for upcoming retirement rate increases.

The Board approved transferring any unspent 2006-07 General Fund appropriations to the Capital Reserve Fund.

The Board approved the Alternative Education for Disruptive Youth agreement between Manito Inc., 7564 Brown’s Mill Road, Chambersburg, Pennsylvania, and the South Middleton School District for five seats for the full 2007-2008 school year and one seat for the first semester of the 2007-2008 school year at a total cost to the District of $91,850 ($16,700.00 per student).
