Education Committee

Cumberland/Perry Area Vocational Technical School
Mr. Juliana reported that a vote to replace social studies with math failed at the last meeting.  He also said that the Board voted against accepting the resignation of the Business Manager.

Recreation and Parks Report
Mr. Fay reported that the Recreation Board discussed planting more trees at the Township parks.

South Middleton Township
Mr. Slifko mentioned a number of planned developments were discussed at the last Township meeting.  He also said that a clean air monitor was going to be placed at the Unitarian Church and inquired whether the District was interested in having one placed on campus.  No one voiced support of the idea.
