Tax Collector Compensation


Ms. Martin made a motion, seconded by Mrs. Hartman, as follows:

WHEREAS, the written resignation of Judy A.  Campbell, the elected real estate and per capita tax collector for South Middleton School District, was accepted by the Board of School  Directors at the public meeting held on October 15, 2007; and

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that it is in the best interests of the School District to revise the level of compensation for the appointed tax collector and other items related to tax collection under the current circumstances;

THEREFORE, it is hereby RESOLVED as follows:

The School District shall provide office space for the appointed tax collector;

The compensation for the appointed tax collector shall be as follows:

Thirty dollars ($30.00) per hour from the time of the appointment by the Board of Supervisors for South Middleton Township up to and including January 31, 2008, for all work conducted on behalf of the School District;

A bi-weekly pay of $1,076.92 (equivalent of $28,000 over 12 months) beginning February 1, 2008, and continuing through the remainder of the unexpired term of the tax collector.  Payments shall be made according to the School District’s standard payroll schedule;

The District Administration is authorized to take all steps necessary to address the issues set forth in this Resolution.

RESOLVED this 24th day of October 2007.
